SATURDAY  - We depart Bretonside at 7am and make our way to the ferry port of 
Fishguard for our 2.30pm ferry crossing to Rosslare, making a lunch stop along the 
way.  On arrival in Ireland (approx. 6pm) we will travel the short distance to Wexford 
for our overnight stop at The Maldron Hotel, where you will be served with your first 
evening meal. 
 

SUNDAY – After your full Irish breakfast we leave this hotel.  Our journey takes in a 
visit to Waterford Crystal (a tour of the factory can be arranged at an extra cost) or you 
can visit the museum and shop free of charge.  After departing Waterford we head west 
passing through the towns of Clonmel, Caher, Mallow and Killarney arriving early 
evening at the River Island Hotel, Castleisland where we will stay for the next 3 nights. 
 

MONDAY  – Today we take one of Ireland’s most popular tours “The Ring of Kerry”, 
making stops at all of the popular places; Killorgin, Glenbeigh, Caherciveen, Sneem and 
Kenmare.   
 

TUESDAY – Tralee and the Dingle Peninsula are the destinations today; passing Inch 
beach made famous in the film “Ryan’s Daughter” and you may even get the chance to 
see Fungi the Dolphin in Dingle Bay! 
 

WEDNESDAY – We depart this hotel after breakfast and make our way eastwards for 
our overnight stay at the Dooley’s Hotel, Waterford.  We will make a stop at Blarney 
Castle giving you the opportunity to “kiss the stone” and perhaps visit Blarney Woollen 
Mills.  We arrive at our overnight hotel in plenty of time for our final evening meal.
