MONDAY – We leave Bretonside at 6am and make our way to Dover for our 
ferry crossing.  From Calais we travel to our hotel in Paris arriving early evening.  

Tonight on arrival we will be served with a 3 course evening meal. 
 

TUESDAY – Our visit today is a full day excursion to the beautiful house and 
gardens of the famous artist Claude Monet at Giverny.  Monet planted and 

painted here from 1883 to 1926 and the garden is most famous for its water lily 

pool, the inspiration for some of his best known works.  Don’t miss the beautiful 
Japanese bridge hung with wisteria and other delightful features. 

 

WEDNESDAY – Today we enjoy a guided tour of the Chateau of Chantilley, the 

largest princely estate in France.  We have a “Citycoach exclusive” guided tour of 
the Grand Apartments, entrance to the Musee de Conde featuring the works of 

artists including Raphael.  We then have a cup of tea or coffee served in “La 
Capitainerie” restaurant before enjoying a tasting of Creme Chantilly, first 

conceived at this very chateau by chef Francois Valet during the reign of Louis 
XIV. 
 

THURSDAY – Enjoy a day in Paris.  Our driver will take you on a tour of the 

highlights of Paris, finishing by Opera where you can explore this lovely city some 
more at your own pace.  We leave here early evening to go back to the hotel 

where you can relax and enjoy the remainder of your last night. 
 

FRIDAY - After an early breakfast we begin our journey home.  We travel back 

to Calais.  If time allows we will spend time at Cite d’Europe shopping mall for 

lunch before catching our ferry back to Dover.  We arrive back in Bretonside 
approx 10pm.
